At one time a bookkeeper but later Etah spent decades working in her own
successful family business with her second husband, Albert Rubin (Ace
Supply/Bee Electric and Ace King of Fences). She worked in all business
operations including sales and accounting.

Etah was very active in Temple Solel and was the Sisterhood President for
four consecutive years as well as being on the Temple Solel Board of
Directors. 

 

Etah loved drawing and painting with watercolors-she started around age 14
and then she took it up again during her retirement. She loved presenting her
friends, family, and everyone involved in all aspects of her life a gift of a
personalized usually framed piece of art.

2011 aged 103) and her second husband Albert Rubin of 20 years (d. 1992
aged 80).
