years.

He and Elaine retired to Boynton Beach, FL in 1997. He was president of the
men’s club

for 8 years, managed the Banyan Springs tennis group, served on the house,
pool, and

sports complex committees and was a trombone-playing band member.
Harvey

volunteered at the Boynton Beach Soup Kitchen for over 20 years. He was a
tennis

player, avid reader and American Civil War historian.

Harvey is survived by his beloved wife, Elaine; adored children: Bruce Raisner
(Carolyn)

of Marblehead, MA; Beth Glass (Michael) of San Diego, CA; and Lisa
Schwarzwald

(Sam) of Sudbury, MA, and Anne Raisner (daughter-in law) of Newport, RI. He
is

predeceased by his son, Dr. Adam Raisner. He leaves behind 9
grandchildren: Liv,

Andrew, Jonah, Nate, Will (Gaby), Luke, Zachary, Spencer and Adena. Also
